Indoor Ponds

Why an indoor pond? Just consider the great pleasure of sitting near an indoor pond with luxuriant plants surrounding it and the sound of splashing water as it cascades down a miniature waterfall or is sprayed from a small fountain. There is a tremendous realm of possibility that accompanies the many advantages of having an indoor pond. A major plus for many people may be that they do not have a garden or backyard. An indoor pond is a great alternative to having to settle for an aquarium, which is hardly comparable in the aesthetic sense.

From a purely practical point of view, an indoor pond is merely a large aquarium that will be seen from above rather than from the sides. The indoor version allows you to keep a greater variety of fish in the pond. It is easier to cater to the needs of less robust species than would be possible in an outdoor pond.

For the most part, the pond will be a raised, above ground structure (mostly because this is the easiest to construct). An indoor pond can be as large or as small as your space allows. If you don't have a place or the economic means to safely put a pond indoors, try a tub garden. Large ceramic or metal bowls or tubs are readily available and will hold a few dwarf water lilies and even a goldfish or two. Many elderly people cannot cope with large ponds and their surroundings, but really enjoy caring for a small pond. Keep in mind that pots require more care than ponds.

If you are planning to keep Koi or even the more fancy goldfish varieties, than it is certainly worth considering installing an indoor pond of a simple shape in an outbuilding. This can be used during the winter to house the outdoor pond fish so there is a much reduced risk of them becoming ill or dying. It also means that you can effectively control the winter by increasing the water temperature gradually after the fish have had a period of reduced activity, say three months. This "controlled winter" will result in a quicker growing rate for the indoor fish.
